Kordofan in Sudan. With an initial capacity of 24,000, 
the camp is now able to accommodate up to 55,000 
people. The camp is 70 km distance by road from 
Yida refugee settlement.

• Currently, refugees are receiving 70% of 
the food basket due to lack of funding to 
provide the complete ration (an average 
of 1470 kilocalories per day out of a 
standard of 2200 kilocalories).
