*Discussion with RI to support in taking samples from patients received at 2 health centers in Arsal and having symptoms to test for influenza to see what viruses are circulating.

	-Started first phase on 9th Dec 2019 in North Leb, Baalbeck and Hermel
-All over Leb: reached 73% from the target population accounting for 230,000 child
-Some students’ parents refused (vaccinated are less than reached)
-OPV 67% vaccinated out of the target
MMR:70%  vaccinated out of the target 
Measles: 90%  vaccinated out of the target 

-Baalbeck 97% was reached from the target (60.000 child) and Hermel was better covered
-OPV: 83%  vaccinated out of the target 
MMR 82% vaccinated out of the target
Measles 58% vaccinated out of the target

Hermel: reached 94% of targeted children
OPV: 80% vaccinated out of the target
MMR:81% vaccinated out of the target
Measles: 36% vaccinated out of the target
