Some districts of the governorate, such as Attaq, Bayhan and others
have witnessed another wave of displacement coming from several
governorates as a result of the ongoing war in Yemen. The number
of IDPs is amounting to (420) IDPs during the past weeks, which
means an increase in pressure on services in those districts, so
urgent intervention is required to meet the needs of these
displaced people and others Other IDPs who were displaced two
months ago, and whose needs have not been fully met until today
due to the scarcity of interventions and their failure to keep pace
with the level of displacement.

Accordingly, we in the Executive Unit in the governorate call upon
all humanitarian partners and invite them to intervene quickly and
meet all needs in all sectors, and we will work to facilitate their

tasks.

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e The Food Security Cluster should direct food security partners to quickly intervene
with food baskets for these displaced people.

e The Food Security Cluster should direct the WFP partners to include these displaced
people in the programme.

e  The Shelter Cluster should direct the partners to respond quickly to cover the needs
of the newly displaced people in terms of rent and non-food items, especially blankets
and mattresses, to face the frost wave.

e The Water and Environmental Sanitation Cluster should direct the partners to
respond quickly to provide water tanks and tanks.

e The Protection Cluster should work to provide multi-purpose cash assistance to help
some displaced families pay housing and other rents.

e  We call on the humanitarian blocs and sectors in Yemen to urgently intervene to save

the lives of these displaced people.

e We demand the OCHA office allocate urgent emergency funds to meet the basic
needs of the displaced. We call on all humanitarian partners to expedite and int
interventions, given the increasing wave of displacement and their needs and th
scarcity of interventions in all sectors.
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
