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Report of The New Wave of Displacement - Shabwah Governorate
05/1/2022-07/1/2022
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The wave of displacement continued during the past
two days in some areas of the districts of Usaylan and
Bayhan, and as a result of the ongoing battles there, the
number of displaced people rose to more than (1700)
within a week, as the displaced people live there in
difficult conditions, due to the lack of any quick
response and no assistance to them until this moment.
They suffer from the presence of mines in many areas,
which threatens their return to those areas.

The humanitarian situation in those districts requires
urgent intervention by humanitarian partners in all
sectors, so we call on all partners to play their roles and
take their responsibilities towards the displaced people
in these districts and to make urgent interventions to
alleviate IDPs sufferings.

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The Food Security Cluster should direct food security partners to quickly intervene
with food baskets for these displaced people.

The Food Security Cluster should direct the WFP partners to include these displaced
people in the programme.

The Shelter Cluster should direct the partners to respond quickly to cover the needs
of the newly displaced people in terms of rent and non-food items, especially blankets
and mattresses, to face the frost wave.

The Water and Environmental Sanitation Cluster should direct the partners to
respond quickly to provide water tanks and tanks.

The Protection Cluster should work to provide multi-purpose cash assistance to help
some displaced families pay housing and other rents.

We call on the humanitarian blocs and sectors in Yemen to urgently intervene to save
the lives of these displaced people.

We demand the OCHA office allocate urgent emergency funds to meet the b
needs of the displaced. We call on all humanitarian partners to expedite and
interventions, given the increasing wave of displacement and their needs an
scarcity of interventions in all sectors.
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
